Upon completing her undergraduate studies, Hayes played professional basketball in Germany with the
USC Freiburg Eisvogel Women's Basketball Club from 2006-2011. While in Freiburg, she led basketball camps
sponsored by the German American Institute of Freiburg and was a guest lecturer at the Freiburg Institute for
Sports and Sports Science.

After playing, Hayes served as an Assistant Women's Basketball Coach at Carnegie Mellon University
(2011-2013). In addition to her coaching duties, she was the event manager for men's and women's soccer and
an undergraduate fitness instructor.

In 2018 she received her Master of Science in Athletic Administration with a focus on Interscholastic
Athletics from Ohio University.

Hayes is a member of Battery Creek High School Athletic Hall of Fame and is a former member of the
SCAAA Executive Board as the AAA Lower State Representative from (2021-2023). As a member of the Board,
she served on the Awards Committee, Scholarship Committee, and Mentoring Committee. She is a Certified
Athletic Administrator (CAA).

She is the mother to a handsome young boy named John.
